The smear is of lymphnode.
The smear is high in cellularity.
The smear is composed of scattered cells and clusters arranged in sheet.
The smear shows atypical cells varying in size and shape.
The smear shows atypical cells forming a pappillary arrangement.
The smear shows atypical cells which have spindle shaped outline, orangeophilic cytoplasm, nuclear enlargement and hyperchromasia.
The smear is composed of clusters including atypical cells showing anisokaryosis, hyperchromasia and having enlarged nucleoli.
) The smear shows a cluster with anisocytosis, nuclear enlargement, high N/C ratio, prominent nucleoli and vacuoles.
) The smear is characterized by the presence of findings in which superficial cells are occupying.
) The smear shows an area where psamomabodies can be seen.
) The smear shows background including numerous neutrophiles.
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
